Coronado Ranch Members,

Well it’s the well. That’s how I started a reply on our Facebook page about the nice brown grass. Last month
we started a maintenance / inspection on our well pump. When the contractor began to retrieve the pump one
of the collars that connect two pieces of pipe together broke and 460 feet of pump and pipe fell to the bottom
of our well. At a total depth of 700 feet we had a problem even worse than the pump not producing. Another
contractor with the right equipment was brought in to fish it out of the well. They caught it the first week of
June and it is currently out. The well casing has been inspected and found to be sound. There is about 50 ft of
sand at the bottom and that will be bailed out next week while we wait for the new pump and 150 hp motor.
The good news is that after Jim O’Shea and I met with the insurance rep onsite and it appears that they will be
paying for a significant if not all of the costs. Nothing is final yet so this may change for better or worse. Re-
naissance has been outstanding as usual with Ginger Bell doing the heavy lifting. Thanks Ginger from myself
and the rest of the board. A big help in minimizing our losses has been Clean Cuts our landscaper, they have
